Regular Term-time Programme
Courses available to exchange students
Arts / Business Administration / Engineering / Law (restricted) /

Course load
Minimum: 9 units (about 3 courses)
Maximum: 18 units (about 6 courses)

Chinese language courses (Cantonese or Putonghua)
Typically maximum of 6 credits each term

Application
1. Submit online application
2. Ask the study abroad office of your home institution for endorsement
3. Submit the required documents to CUHK 



Student Visa
All students need a student visa to study in Hong Kong
(except holders of permanent Hong Kong ID cards)

1. Submit required documents to CUHK
2. Hong Kong Immigration Department for processing (about 6-8 weeks)
3. CUHK will notify students to make a payment and download their 

student visa from the HK Immigration Department website 
4. Show your student visa to the immigration officer when you arrive at 

the HK International Airport
